John Soteriou called the meeting to order at 12:00. The presence of the directors at the emergency meeting acted as a waiver of notice of the meeting. The stated purpose of the meeting was to discuss and propose a course of action in response to the trespass that occurred the evening of February 8, 2008.

Briefly, about 8PM a unit owner reported that unknown young men were seen entering the clubhouse. John Soteriou and Gary Beatty went to investigate. Upon entering the clubhouse two young men bolted and jumped the fence. Eight under age girls were detained. There was an open wine bottle and the men’s room had a strong smell of marijuana smoke. When questioned the girls all said that the fifteen-year-old daughter of the owner of unit #1625 (not one of the eight) had let them in and they would not admit to knowing any of the young men that had been there. The police were called. After questioning the girls, the police allowed the owner of unit 1625 to take several of the girls to her unit. Trespass violations were issued to five of the girls (all14-15 years old) before being released to a parent.

Before leaving the clubhouse area, the owner of unit #1625 was asked to appear at an emergency Board meeting to be held at noon on February 9, 2008 to discuss her daughter’s actions. At about 8AM on the 9th the unit owner called John Soteriou to say she probably would not attend the meeting.

The matter is considered serious. First the House Rules say that no one under 16 years of age should be in the clubhouse without adult supervision. Gary raised the potential of significant liability on the part of the Association should one of the under age participants be injured on Seascape property or suffer a drug reaction if in fact drugs were being used as the smell would indicate. Also at the time of the event the pool was closed..


The Board decided to take several precautionary actions;

· “No Trespassing” signs will be procured and posted.

· A lock will be procured for the front door (similar to the locks used to secure the pool gates). The lock will be for the front door and applied at 10PM, the current stated closing time of the clubhouse.

In a further action a motion was made (Gary) and seconded (Roger) that the daughter of the owner of unit #1625 not be allowed in the clubhouse or on the pool deck without her mother also being present. Motion passed 5-0
